November is Affordable Housing Month in Illinois

Housing advocates from around the state are organizing more that two dozen activities
during November to raise awareness about the need for more affordable housing in lllinois.
Affordable Housing Month is coordinated by Housing Action Illinois. Housing Action lllinois
works to increase and preserve the supply of decent, affordable, accessible housing in lllinois
for low-and moderate-income households through technical assistance, education and
advocacy.

Organizers are also planning to use Affordable Housing Month to get more lllinois
residents to sign-up for www.HousingMatters.net . The website mobilizes individuals who
support quality, fair, accessible and affordable housing for people in lllinois to directly contact
their legislators asking them to support a range of issues. Affordable housing is generally
defined as not spend more than 30% on housing costs.

In Coles County, the estimated mean (average) wage for a renter is $6.34 an hour. In
order to afford the Fair Market Rent for a two-bedroom apartment at this wage, a renter must
work 65 hours per week, 54 weeks per year. Or, working 40 hours per week year-round, a
household must include 1.6 workers earning the mean wage in order to make the two-bedroom
FMR affordable.

Raise the Roof Campaign 2008

When it comes to affordable housing, we want to raise the roof. Consider, for a moment, some
facts about the cost of housing in relation to income levels. Housing is considered affordable if it costs
no more than 30 percent of the household income. For many low-income families, paying the fair
market rent (FMR) exceeds the guideline. The FMR is a figure determined annually by the federal
agency of Housing and Urban Development. In general, the FMR for an area is the amount that
would be needed to pay the gross rent (shelter rent plus utilities) of privately owned, decent and safe
rental housing of a modest (non-luxury) nature with suitable amenities.

Coles County Habitat for Humanity strives to break the cycle of poverty by building affordable,
owner-occupied housing in partnership with qualified families. You can help support our work in Coles
County by making a contribution to the annual Raise the Roof Campaign . All contributions are tax
deductible. You may wish to contribute immediately to be included in the 2007 tax year, and you can
also consider making a regular monthly contribution in 2008. We hope you'll respond generously and
help us raise the roof over new homeowners in 2008.
